The headline was “Canada may bar you
for an old DUI”.  The story went on to comment: If you’ve ever had a DUI conviction or been convicted of certain
other offenses, even minor ones, you may not be welcome in Canada. No matter that your conviction was a youthful
indiscretion, committed many years ago; it may still be enough to bar you.  With the new U.S. Canadian agreements,
border officials are able to search your background info much more easily than before.
The jist of the article goes on to say “members of Inadmissible Classes include those who have been convicted of
MINOR OFFENCES (including shoplifting, theft, assault, dangerous driving, and possession of either fire arms or illegal
substances) or of indictable criminal offenses including DUI are considered Members of an Inadmissible Class.
I’m not sure what this new ability for the Canadian border agents will have on Ibex or any ski club for that matter, but if
clubs are planning winter trips to Canada they/we may think a check of the web site would be worth while.

“Minister’s Approval of Rehabilitation” at a Canadian visa office in Buffalo, Detroit, Los Angles, New York, or Seattle
