Cortina d’Ampezzo
At O’Hare, we met the “newbies”, Ibex first timers, which included Alan Z, Karen S (although she has certainly participated in plenty of other
Ibex activities), Mike N, and Marilyn Y, who came in from Detroit to travel with us.

We made a pit stop in Munich where we hoarded the ATM for Euros and then boarded our whirly prop plane (a big one though) to Venice.

We met our bus driver, Luciano, who helped us load the bus. Upon boarding the tour bus, we learned that they drain the bus toilets in Italian
winters, so that proved a challenge for some who are not camels.  The Parc Victoria hotel was beautiful.  Some of us discovered that having a
“penthouse room” on the 5th floor meant taking the elevator
to the 4th floor and walking up.

Some people headed over to Snow Service to rent equipment. This
place had a tapper for free beer! What a great marketing
strategy. Ibex took advantage, much advantage, of course.

The tour reps, Marta and Kira, met us that night at the hotel to
speak to us about the many tour options throughout the week.
The hotel staff served appetizers and wine for during this
meeting.  We were introduced to our friendly hotel bartender,
Elisabetta, who had to put up with us for the entire week.
The hotel was equipped with a very nice bar that opened into
a large, beautiful lobby– the lobby served as meeting point,
social hall, relaxing room, and billiards hustling. The bald guy
who owned the hotel was extremely nice, the other guy
with hair? – Not so much.

We then experienced our first group dinner.  The hotel had a
table for all 22 of us set up every day for breakfast and dinner.
The dinner menu was selected for us each night, which worked
well for those uninterested in making decisions.  However, Cliff chafed a bit under these restrictions, belying his preference for plain Spaghettios
over a nice mushroom risotto.  Ed B made a wonderful discovery at dinner that first night – order a bottle of wine for only 9 €, drink what you
want, and then the hotel puts your name on it, corks it up, and saves it for you for the next night.  We also discovered that this group likes to take
pictures of beautiful desserts. The hotel had a waiter that looked very much like Eugene Levy. I believe someone has photographic proof of this.

The first ski day we went to Faloria, which didn’t have the greatest snow.  Only about 8 runs were open, but the day was sunny and bright,
offering spectacular views of the Dolomites above the clouds.  Non-skiers for that day, including Joanie, Karen, Carl and Mike N joined us for
lunch at the top of the tram for picture taking.  After lunch, Ginny was observed taking the wrong skis – darn rentals! In the afternoon, a small
group headed over the pass to ski at Cristallo.

Throughout the day, there was much negotiating with the local Clipper Bar about showing the Bears’ playoff game that night – seems there was a
very important football match (soccer) that management felt was more in tune with local tastes.  However, when we walked in with 22 people,
they already had the Bears on, a wise economic decision.  The Bears’ win was great, and the TV commentary was interesting in Italian.  Since the
game ended at 1 AM Italy time, some of us left earlier, only to discover that the game was being shown on the hotel TV network in English.

On Tuesday, 20 intrepid explorers went to Corvara to do the Sella Ronda, a series of runs and lifts around a group of mountains known as the
Sella. It’s easy – you follow the orange signs if you want to go through the chain of mountains clockwise, and you follow the green signs if you
want to go the other way.  You never take the same run twice, and when you come to a lift, whether it’s a chair, a gondola, a T-bar or a Poma lift,
you take it.  Either way, we needed to end up back at Corvara by late afternoon. Ed Fee, wise in the ways of Sella Ronda, having done it three
years earlier led the way.  The skiing was challenging – it was mostly ice since the weather gods had not cooperated in awhile.  Debbie exclaimed, “I
have never skied so much ice in 1 day in my life!” and with her Wilmot experience, that’s saying something. After a lunch break, Ginny was
spotted trying to take Carl’s skis.

After a tough day skiing, some of us discovered that Marilyn Y is a drug rep for Wyeth and came equipped with all sorts of samples of Advil and
other helpful goodies.  We really appreciated this extra bonus.

On Tuesday, we got dumped on – by snow that is. Our tour bus that was supposed to take us to ski at Kronplatz was stuck on the highway
leading into town with the snow and an auto accident.  We made the decision that skiing locally was smarter than sitting on a bus in a snowstorm,
and postponed Kronplatz for 2 days. Mike N took the local tourist’s office recommendation and went off to a nearby town called Brunico.  The
rest of us scattered a bit.  Some of us skied at Socrepes, which we pronounced as “So Crappy.”  Since we had arisen so early to take the bus to
Kronplatz, we were at Socrepes for first chair.  We took a picture of the clock above the lift for proof for Lou.

The snow was thick and coming down in heavy flakes.  We were all wet, very wet.   Italians do not like to ski in zero visibility, but we were out
there, therefore we basically had the place to ourselves.  Somehow, in these conditions, Patrice managed to ski too close to a beginning skier (she
swears she was 6 feet away), who happened to be an older Italian woman with no problem confronting those who wronged her.  As she chastised
Patrice in front of a group of Ibexers, she stated that she “weel keel” the next person to cut her off.   Patrice’s apology to the woman was lost in
the loud laughter coming from the rest of the group, wrecking the sincerity of the moment.

Ed Fee, with Glen, Pam, John, Debbie and Alan, decided to go further up the mountain in this snowstorm in search of better visibility.  What they
found was even more powder.  No one escaped without face-planting in the stuff.  Ed’s description of tumbling downhill in 3 feet of snow, yelling
“mother %^&*#” all the way down, was hilarious. Ed F managed to have at least 3 yard sales.

Cortina d’Ampezzo – Florence Extension trip
In Florence, many attractions closed on either Sunday or Monday, the two full days we were there.  One had to learn which museum was open
when to get the full experience.

The next day, we started out with a 3 hour tour, guided by a Johannes, the Dutch tour guide. Then we split off to enjoy the city.  Horacio’s niece
(from Illinois) just happened to be on a student course in a nearby suburb, so she joined us a few times to share her Italian experiences.

Besides all the sights in Florence, Carl ventured out of the city by train to get a look at the leaning tower of Pisa.  The piece’ d’resistance, however,
was that Cliff made a decision to buy something on the last night.

We came home without incident, except for a very tight connection in the Munich airport.  Lufthansa dispatched a 6’5" employee to meet our first
plane and escort us to the next plane at a pace similar to that of an Indy pace car.  We were panting to keep up with him, but all of us made the
plane and all of our luggage, too.  The moral is – don’t mess with the Germans when it comes to their on-time record.

All in all, it was a great trip – no injuries, many stories to tell, many experiences shared.  We shall return!

On Thursday, much of the group went to Kronplatz, near the Austrian border, and experienced the best skiing of the trip.  The runs were long and
beautiful, and everyone enjoyed the day.  The facilities were new – all the lifts were modern and fast.  Sarah and Pam want to go back there NOW.
At the après ski bar, a main attraction was an upright rooster cutout sculpture made of metal bar stock.  The tradition, after drinking, is to take a
rod and trace the outline of the rooster without touching the metal, much like the Operation game from childhood.  Ed Fee’s enthusiasm for this
game exceeded all expectations, and Glen got a special picture of Ed in (very scary) action. This place was awesome, and hey, it’s only a 2 hour
drive from Munich. Only one flight necessary!
